The introduction of Centerwide Programs in 1982
added new dimensions to East-West Center activities.
These programs address issues ofregional importance
that extend beyond the current agendas of the
five institutes.

Centerwide Programs deal with international
relations, international economics, development,
international education, and a variety of fields in
the humanities. During 1983-84, some of these

programs will be administratively transferred to

appropriate institutes, though their "centerwide"
mandates will continue.
Research fellows invited to participate in

Centerwide Programs work closely with graduate
students assigned to Open Grants (SAOG) and those
in the institutes who share their research interests.

International Relations and Economics

This program coordinates the Diplomats-in-
Residence Program and organizes seminars and
research activities on regional economic and foreign
policy issues. The diplomats program enables senior
and mid-career foreign service officers from Asian/
Pacific nations and the United States to participate in
Center activities during stays of three to twelve months
while pursuing their own professional interests.

Through 1983, the Center was host to diplomats
from the United States, Japan, Korea, and Fiji.
The work of research staff and fellows has focused

on the pattern of interdependence among the region's
"newly industrializing nations" (NICs) and other
countries, the Pacific Community concept, policy
concerns of Pacific Island states, and U.S.-Japan
and U.S.-China relations. These and other topics
are discussed at bi-weekly "Round-table" seminars.

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Development Forum

Inaugurated early in 1983, the Development Forum

encourages discussion and systematic research on
(a) normative aspects (goals) and processes ofsocio-
economic development, and (b) comparative case
case studies ofdevelopment experience in the Asian!
Pacific region. A long-term project on "Comparative
East Asian Economic Development" is underway with
a particular focus on the cultural roots of economic

growth. The Center is also collaborating with a team
ofJapanese and American scholars from other
institutions in a multi-year research program on

"Japan's Political Economy." Several fellows are

analyzing rural development and rural/urban

linkage issues in South and Southeast Asia. The Forum
sponsors a seminar series that enables EWC staff,
fellows, and students to engage visiting specialists in

wide-ranging discussions of development issues.

Grants students. Semester-long seminars dealing with
values, technology, and policy formulation feature
student presentations, local field studies, and
simulations of policy decision-making.

Program will be administered by the Dean of Student
Affairs and Open Grants.

in conjunction with the Center's Hawaii International
Film Festival.

Administration of the Humanities Forum will be
transferred to the Culture Learning Institute during
1983-84.

Recognizing the need to play an expanded role in

the emerging "New Pacific," the East-West Center in

March 1980 hosted a pivotal gathering ofheads of

government and planners of some 20 nations in the

Pacific Islands. As a direct result of this Pacific Islands

Conference and the mandate of the national leaders
involved, the Pacific Islands Development Program
(PIDP) is working with the Center's five institutes, as

well as with institutions and organizations that serve

the region, to develop programs to meet the needs of

the Pacific Islands.
The Pacific Islands Development Program serves as

the Secretariat to the Standing Committee established

at the Pacific Islands Conference. The Standing
Committee has a broad mission to ensure adequate
follow-up on problems identified by the Island leaders
who attended the Conference. The Committee also

serves to guide PIDP's research, educational, and

training activities.
In addition to the financial support received from

the East-West Center, the Secretariat and PIDP receive

grants from the governments of American Samoa,
Australia, Cook Islands, Federated States of

Micronesia, Fiji, Japan, Kiribati, Papua New Guinea,

Tonga, and the State of Truk, FSM. Major research and

educational activities are funded by grants and

assistance from USAID and other agencies.

Pacific Energy
in collaboration with the Center's Resource Systems
Institute, the energy project is designed to provide

policy advice, training and technical assistance to
Pacific Island governments on energy planning and

development, as well as to assist countries in evaluating
their energy needs. Funds for these activities have

come from several sources including the United
Nations Development Program, the European
Economic Community, USAID, the South Pacific
Bureau for Economic Co-operation and the Center

itself. A tight cooperative link is maintained at all

times with the governments and related agencies
in the region.

In the months ahead, PIDP activities will

summarize the petroleum options in the Pacific;
examine the energy policy options for Micronesia;

evaluate the socio-economic impact of rural
electrification projects in the Pacific and suggest
ways for minimizing the costs of these projects; and

produce educational materials for energy planning
and development.

Disaster Preparedness
The countries of the Pacific region are vulnerable

to tropical storms, earthquakes, tsunamis, floods,

droughts and other natural disasters that have caused

destruction and damage running into millions of

dollars in the past decade. It was in an effort to

mitigate the effects ofsuch destruction that this

particular project was initiated. Its objective is to

ensure that governments in the region are prepared to

deal with the crisis of natural disasters and to organize
and manage relief efforts in their aftermath. The

project encompasses: training in the technical aspects
of reducing housing vulnerability; agricultural
development and disaster preparedness; public health

and disaster planning; community preparedness and

public awareness; disaster rehabilitation and relief;

communications development and preparedness;
and the protection of people in low lying islands.

The program will be implemented through a series

of workshops followed by demonstration projects in

the field. This project is supported by the U.S. Office

of Foreign Disaster Assistance of USAID and other

agencies in the Pacific region.

Aquaculture
The Pacific Islands appear to be especially well

suited for aquaculture development for a number of

reasons, including their warm climate and pristine
environment. They also have significant disadvantages
to aquaculture development, including their small

dispersed land masses and small populations with

limited local markets. Great distances to export
markets with expensive and often unreliable

inter-island and intra-island transport, coupled
with a shortage of trained management personnel,
have made a large number of existing aquaculture

projects throughout the region unprofitable.
This project is designed to: (1) address an

information void on aquaculture activities in the

region; (2) provide technical assistance to specific

projects in the region; and (3) provide educational

and training opportunities in aquaculture to people
in the region.

Government and Administrative Systems
The Government and Administrative Systems Project
focuses on: (1) problems associated with the
relationship between indigenous and imported forms
of political organization, (2) indigenous forms of
planning and decision-making, and (3) the link
between agricultural research and indigenous farming
systems. This project analyzes the appropriateness of
government and administrative systems for the
countries and territories of the Pacific region through
a series of case studies based on field research in
selected countries. The agricultural research portion
of the project will be conducted in collaboration with
the Communication Institute.

Multinational Corporations
This project addresses the arrangement of mutually
beneficial business relationships between
multinational corporations and governments.
Initiated at the request of the Pacific Islands
Conference Standing Committee, it is a cooperative
effort between the Resource Systems Institute and
PIDP. Working together, they will explore the
alternative strategies for business through three

subprojects: an investment and export promotion
study; a strategies and alternatives study and training
workshop; and a study dealing with multinational
corporations as service and product suppliers.

Business Venture Development and
Management in Pacific Islands
A two-year study of indigenous business ventures
in the Pacific, this project (I) identifies those social
and economic factors contributing to the success
and failure of such ventures and (2) develops
recommendations to Pacific Island governments
for entrepreneurial development and managerial
assistance programs. It is conducted in collaboration
with regional institutions and international

organizations.

Faculty Development Program
This program provides opportunities for the
professional development of faculty from tertiary
institutions in the Pacific region. Participants spend
from two to twelve months at the East-West Center
conducting research and seminars, taking classes at
the University ofHawaii, and working with other
institutions in Honolulu. Initially, the program is
limited to the University of the South Pacific and the
University of Papua New Guinea.

Open Grants

Soon after the East-West Center was reorganized in

1970 around five problem-oriented institutes, Open
Grants was established to support study and research

in areas not specifically included in the institute

programs. The mission ofOpen Grants is also to

explore opportunities for innovation and new

program development within the Center. For these

purposes, the Open Grants Office supervises activ-
ities and administers funds for outstanding degree
students whose work, although lying outside the scope
of the Institutes, addresses critical issues facing the
Asian/Pacific region. In addition, the Dean of
Student Affairs and Open Grants coordinates the
International Education Project which involves both
fellows and students (see Centerwide Programs).

Approximately one-third of the Center's graduate
students are in Open Grants. They pursue master's
and doctoral degrees at the University of Hawaii in
academic fields ranging from anthropology through
engineering to philosophy and zoology.
With an average age over 30, most Open Grants

students come to the Center as promising mid-career

professionals who already have grappled with the

problems facing their respective countries. To

complement their studies for advanced degrees
in specialized fields, Open Grants coordinates non-

formal, inter-disciplinary and multi-cultural learn-

ing opportunities in which students who often are

separated by traditional boundaries of nation and

discipline can integrate their perspectives by
addressing common problems facing their region.
Every semester, each student selects an activity that will

complement his/her academic course work or nurture
a professional interest. It is expected that each student
will spend about five hours a week in an Open Grants

activity ofhis or her choosing.

development, popular culture East and West, and
various topics in the humanities (see the Humanities
Forum under Centerwide Programs). Students of
education may do an ethnographic study ofa school in

Hawaii. Where appropriate, and with prior approval,

Open Grants students also may arrange to participate
in relevant projects of the Center's five institutes.
Still another alternative is for students to organize
their own collaborative research projects that

incorporate several disciplines and address issues
ofregional importance.

Community Service

Community service is another alternative for student
involvement. Usually related to the student's academic
field and professional interests, it provides both

practical experience and stimulating contacts with

people and organizations in Honolulu's unique multi-

ethnic community. These activities may be carried

out individually or in groups. For example, an

anthropology student might assist at the world-famous

Bishop Museum, a horticulturist might work at Foster

Botanical Gardens, or students of urban planning
might work with a neighborhood council.
The purpose ofthe Open Grants seminars,

community services, and other forms of student
involvement is to help young professionals utilize their
technical training gained in an academic setting to

solve practical problems and policy dilemmas in their
home societies. Social and cross-cultural activities

enable Open Grants students to create informal,
transnational networks of collegial support and

exchange that will continue long into their careers
and their futures as East-West Center alumni.

Field Research

Seminars and Research

Open Grants sponsors seminars each semester
on problem-focused themes such as values and

technology, religion and development, science and

communication, and international education in the
Asian/Pacific region. Students present papers and

case studies based on direct knowledge of their home
countries and academic specializations. Through these

seminars, students are encouraged to diversify their

learning beyond their specializations, and explore
various roles by which scholars can contribute to
their rapidly changing societies.
The students may also do individual research

projects related to Centerwide programs such as

global computer modeling, international educa-
tion, comparative Asian economics, Pacific Islands

Students in Open Grants may apply for funds
to support field research outside of Hawaii in

conjunction with thesis or dissertation requirements.
Funds for field research are limited and therefore can
be made available only on a competitive basis. No

student should assume that he/she will receive

support for research in the field.
An Open Grants committee reviews all proposals

for fieldwork to ensure that the proposed research is

sound and carefully integrated with the student's total
academic program. Applicants must demonstrate the

need to conduct field research in Asia, the Pacific,
or the mainland ofthe United States. Open Grants

encourages cost-sharing and assists students to pursue
outside awards to supplement the Center's funds for
field research.

Special Programs

A continuing project under Open Grants focuses on
Asian-Pacific development policy issues through the
use and critical appraisal ofdisaggregated global
models of trade, aid, and investment alternatives.
The G-MAPP (Global Models and the Policy Process)

Project began in 1981 and includes government and
research collaborators from Australia, India, Japan,
and the United States at present, as well as East-West
Center doctoral candidates in diverse fields such as
engineering and political science.

Open Grants has launched two new programs in
1983. The Post-Doctoral Fellowships in Asian/Pacific
Area Studies will invite young scholars to the Center
to prepare their dissertations for publication and to

participate in research projects as area specialists.
Area studies fellows will form a study group to
examine common methodological issues in area
studies research, and contribute to interdisciplinary
area studies seminars organized by Open Grants
students. The Alumni in Residence Fellowship
Program will invite former grantees to return to
the Center for a period ofreflection, writing and
professional growth. They may collaborate with a

project in one ofthe institutes or conduct individual
research based in Open Grants. Special application
forms are available for each of these programs.

StudentAffairs

In addition to Open Grants, SAOG includes the
offices ofAward Services and Participant Resources.
The awards staff manages the complex process of

deciding who is invited to the Center. Last year,
they received over 3,000 general inquiries and 500

applications from the 40 countries for the graduate
degree student award. Through an intricate series
of reviews involving 25 national representatives, 61
departments at the University of Hawaii, the five EWC
institutes, and Open Grants, the Center awarded 124
new grants to master's and doctoral candidates in over
50 fields ofstudy. While the primary emphasis is on

quality, care is taken to strike an overall balance among
academic disciplines and national origins. For
example, two thirds ofall participants come from
Asian/Pacific countries, and one third come from all
regions of the United States. Award Services provides
information on all award categories and in addition to
managing the degree student competition, reviews all
other awards granted by the Center, such as fellows,

interns, professional associates and conferees, totalling
about 2,000 each year. The awards staff also provides
visa services for Center staff and participants.
The Participant Resources Office of SAOG

concerns itselfwith the Center participant as a whole

person. In concert with more than 50 participant
organizations, this office supports programming
around social, cultural, spiritual, avocational, and
recreational interests. Programs include cultural
celebrations in song, dance and film, seminars on
topics ofcurrent interest to the Center's cross-cultural

community, intramural sporting events, student
symposia, arts and crafts classes, music and dance
instruction, and hobby groups. The health section
offers educational programs for preventative health
care, fitness programs, counseling, and liaison with

participants' medical care providers and insurance

agencies. The alumni section strengthens the

widespread network offormer East-West Center

participants who represent a tremendous pool of
talent and support for the Center.
