Milly Lou Donnelly, office manager
of the Territorial Department of
Labor, on Tuesday, May 18, in the
Women’s lounge of Hemenway hall
at 7:30 a.m. In her talk Mrs. Don-
nelly will present some pointers on
personality, including manners,
speech, grooming, etc., in relation
to success.
