
































R , ' In mid-April, for the first time
ﬁ ever, the Association for Asian
: Studies (AAS) held its annual

meeting in Hawai'i. For the
Asia Collection staff and other
library staff involved in acquiring and cataloging
Asian materials for the Library, it was truly an
intense and busy time. With over 300 visiting
librarians from numerous Asian countries and from
Asian collections in US and Canadian libraries,
there were pre-conferences, committee meetings,
papers and panels, and demonstrations of the latest
information technologies every day, not to mention
planned and unexpected reunions of old friends
and house guests to entertain.

Then there were the exhibits. At over one
hundred stands, publishers and booksellers
promoted their wares, offering tempting discounts
for their latest and backlist titles. New publications
were displayed in Hawai‘i for the first time.
Establishing or renewing personal contacts with
our vendors was an important part of the process of
exploring the busy aisles of the exhibit hall.

The Asia Collection itself was part of the
program, showcasing the Collection and hosting an
Open House for librarians and Library supporters
as part of the Saturday evening “Asia Fest at
Manoa.” A lively crowd was quiet for words of
welcome from University Librarian John Haak. A
short program included the presentation of gift
books from a number of the participants in the
Conference, from Taiwan, Japan, and the Philip-
pines (see separate stories).

The Open House was also an opportunity to
thank other significant donors to the Collection. A
representative of the Korea Foundation, Ms. Kim
Ojin, was warmly thanked for the Korea
Foundation’s continuing generosity.

Special recognition was given to School of
Library and Information Studies alumna, Ms.
Yasuko Kitano, Head Librarian at the Kyoto
University Center for Southeast Asian Studies. For
many years, Kitano has been identifying books in
Japanese on Hawai‘i and other Pacific Islands—
over 350 titles at last count—and donating them to
the Special Collections.

On the final day of the Conference, all hands
were summoned to help load the materials offered
by exhibitors who did not wish to repack and ship
home unsold inventory. Among others, the
Australian National University donated outright
many important titles and South Asia Books offered

bottom-line discounts for any Indian titles we
selected.



Books from Waseda
Received Under

f;_j Japanese Gift
Program

The arrival in March of seven gift boxes of valuable out-
of-print titles from Waseda University Library was the
first milestone in a long-term cooperative project. The
titles were received by UHM Library under a gift
program sponsored by the Japan Association of Private
University Libraries (JAPUL) in cooperation with the
AAS Council on East Asian Libraries Committee on
Japanese Materials.

A year ago, about 30 of JAPUL’s 350 members agreed
to list their duplicates and offer them for distribution to
U.S. universities with Asian Studies programs. An
estimated 110,000 volumes may be available, mainly
humanities and social sciences series and academic
journals. A number of Japanese companies have agreed
to support the project by contributing to Ace Japan, the
Japan Association for Cultural Exchange, which will pay
for shipping.

In November, 1995, UHM Library’s Japanese
bibliographer, Dr. Masato Matsui, and Japanese
cataloger, Dr. Hisami Springer, were invited with other
American librarians to evaluate duplicate holdings in
storage at several academic libraries in Tokyo. After
reviewing several lists, Matsui and Springer selected 260
titles from Waseda University for addition to UHM

Library, mainly in the field of modern Japanese literature.

Packing and shipping the titles were coordinated via
the Committee on Japanese Materials. Mr. Satoru
Homma, Head, Department of Administration, Waseda
University Library kindly carried out the arrangements.

The gift was acknowledged at the Asia Collection
AAS Open House. We anticipate further interlibrary
cooperation in future, involving Waseda University and
also other JAPUL members.

The Asia Collection received fifty books from Bookmark,
Inc., a leading Philippine publisher located in Manila.
The books were presented by representatives from
Bookmark (Rita A. Mendoza, Production Manager;
Teresita M. Abalahin, Marketing Manager; and Guia E.
Estrellado, Regional Manager for the Visayas and
Mindanao) at the Asia Collection AAS Open House.

The books, which made a colorful display at AAS and
at the Philippine Studies Conference that followed, cover
a wide range of subjects: art history, culinary history,
folklore, famous literary works (including the most
recent translation of Jose Rizal's classic, Noli me Tangere),
and natural history.

Every year the National Central Library of the Republic
of China selects a number of recent books published in
Taiwan to be exhibited at AAS and then presented to an
appropriate library in the host area. The titles are
intended to introduce foreign readers to many aspects of
Chinese culture and history as well as current informa-
tion on the Republic. Thus they cover a wide range of
topics. The 460 titles selected for 1996 are listed by subject
in the published catalog accompanying the exhibition,
National Central Library Catalogue of Chinese Books for the
1996 International Book Exhibition.

This year, the exhibit books were presented to UHM
Library through the good offices of Mr. Ting-Yu Yu,
Director General of the Taipei Economic and Cultural
Office in Honolulu, and his assistant, Mr. Daniel Kuo.
The presentation was made at the AAS Open House by
Director General Yu. Also present were two representa-
tives from the National Central Library, Ms. Shiny Huang
and Ms. Fang-hsueh Wang.

An additional 120 titles, mainly textual studies and
commentary on the classic I ching (Book of Change),
were presented at the same time from the National
Central Library’s own Center for Chinese Studies which
was represented by Mr. Ting-chung Yen.

A special presentation of 288 Korean books took
place in the Asia Collection on May 24, 1996. This
date in the Korean lunar calendar is also the
Buddha’s birthday in the 2540th year of Buddhist
history. In honor of this event, the gift was made in
the name of the Venerable Kang Suk Ju, Archabbot
of Chil Bo Temple, a major center for Zen Buddhism
in Seoul, Korea. For Sun Gak Sunim, who arranged
the gift, it was also the sixteenth anniversary of her
ordination as a Buddhist nun.

Sun Gak Sunim (her secular name is Han Kyung-
ae) is currently studying English and planning to
enroll soon at UHM as a social work student. She is
also a Buddhist studies graduate of Taisho Univer-
sity in Japan, a sister institution of UHM.
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As she said in her presentation remarks: “My
master, Venerable Kang Suk Ju, always taught me
that it is very important to make Buddhist books
available to all people everywhere. I know that you
who work in the library also believe that the
wisdom that is available through books can be a
great benefit to all humanity, and that you also
share with me the concern to make available the
very best learning to most people. In Korea and
Japan the University of Hawai'‘i is very famous for
the strength of its Buddhist studies . . . As a meeting
place for East and West, it is crucial that you have
the best and most complete collection of Asia’s
sacred heritage as represented by the teaching of
Buddha.”

The gift consists of 160 volumes of the immense
and yet-to-be-completed Koryo Taejanggyong, the
Korean translation from the Chinese of the
Tripitaka, the major Buddhist scripture, and 128
books in Korean about Buddhism for both the
researcher and the lay reader. They are publications
from the publishing arm of the Chil Bo Temple,
typically not available for sale from our usual
vendors of Korean materials. The gift also includes
an on-going subscription to a Korean Buddhist
studies journal, the monthly Bul-guang.

According to our Korean bibliographer,
Kyungmi Chun, these titles significantly enhance
our resources for Buddhist and Korean studjies.
After the presentation, the books were wheeled
immediately to the Cataloging Department where
our Korean cataloger Soonyang Chang has the task
of cataloging them and adding our holdings
information to RLIN, the Research Libraries
Information Network database, so that they may be
made widely available.

The presentation was attended by a number of
guests, including Dr. Chung Lee, Director of the
Center for Korean Studies, and Dr. David Chappell,
Department of Religion.
